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This book explains some of the fascinating mysteries of the Universe for the younger reader. Written

in clear, simple language and with bright colorful illustrations, this book is perfect for any child

interested in space and spaceflight. One section looks at our own planet Earth, explaining such

things as why it gets dark at night, why we have weather and what is under the ground. Another

section looks at our part of the Universe -- the Sun, the Moon and the planets -- and the stars and

galaxies of outer space. This book also talks about space travel, explaining how rockets work, what

satellites do, the Apollo Moon missions and the future in space.
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I read the negative review regarding the absence of philosophical content. I am writing this because

the author has done an exceptional job explaining terms so a small child would be interested. How

sad, and selfish it would be, if every time we presented a new book to a child, we insisted they

accept a dose of theology with it. Let's be reasonable and not throw out a wonderful story because it

does not include personal theological doctrine.

I love this book because the author sticks to facts and logic and doesn't try to explain the Universe



as magic or theology based.
