"Remember: The Journey To School Integration”, authorial god Toni Morrison does just that. She



takes photos that highlight the struggles and heroism of the civil rights activists (and their children)
during the early years of southern integration and gives many of them their own little comment or
story. Taken individually the photos are eye-opening affairs, even for adults that lived through those
turbulent years. Taken as a whole they tell a tale that we should never forget.The book is, in its own
words, "a unique pictorial and narrative journey that introduces children to a watershed period in
American history". In many children’s books, such a title would begin with an Author’s Note that
speaks to adults about what the writer is attempting to accomplish. Morrison takes a different route.
She speaks immediately to the child readers of this book. "This book is about you", she explains.
She tells the kids about this dark period in American history. She gives them a briefing in the history

and the multitude of reasons why we should never forget that this occurred. Then the pictures begin.
